October Minutes were not approved due to not having  a quorum.
Membership report was not available.

Treasurer’s Report:

Francis Cartwright reported  on the Balance Sheet with total Liabilities and Assets at $16,916.29. Provided HRC Income and Expense Activity with total expenses for year of $4,047.49. YTD Net Income  total for year is  $596.96.  Year to Date Net Gain is $596.96.  Christmas Party income  was $1,790.16 with expenses   $2,051.28 for a net loss of $261.12.  Discussed raising the  ticket price in 2014 to $45.00 per person. Francis proposed raising the  annual dues to either $7.00 or $10.00 starting May 1, 2014.  Discussed having a two tier membership fee for those receiving the Bridge via hardcopy versus  by e-mail. Tabled vote to next meeting.  Francis suggested we need to  consider changing By-Laws to accommodate  increasing  our membership.  Everyone was in agreement  that  Judy Edmond would chair the By-Laws Committee and Shirley Krieger would assist her.   Vic explained the process to change the By-Laws.  Chairperson  will present proposed draft at next  meeting.  Board then votes on revisions. If approved, changes will be presented in April to the membership. Criteria for membership will include the word “Eligible To Retire” at age 55 or older.  A member could still be working, but must be 55 or older and be eligible to retire.  Also a By-Laws addendum will be proposed that a Board member can only miss  four meetings  per year to maintain viability as a member of the Board. 
No Website Report due to the absence of Russ Henzel.  Francis advised Web Costs are $56.00 quarterly.

Scholarship Committee:

Ed Taschner introduced Dawn Orgill as the new Chairperson  for the Scholarship Committee effective immediately.  Committee will ask Honeywell to increase funding for scholarships  to $3,000 and $1,500.00 from each of the two Clubs for a total of $6,000.00 available for awards.  Clubs recognize that college costs continue to increase.

Program Reports:

Christmas Party – Barbara Rippstein reported on the Party due to Ibis Valle’s absence. They arrived early and found  no dance floor had  been installed. Elk’s manager  was very difficult to work with and wouldn’t do it. One couple was very upset because they didn’t get to sit with their table of choice.  Food was removed too soon and no one  was able to get seconds.  Ibis talked to the majority of the attendees and they were all  in favor of driving further to a different place in 2014. Board discussed relocating to the Union Hills Country Club where Sperry had a very successful Christmas Party this year.   Vic will appoint a Chairperson for the 2014 Christmas Party so reservations can be made very soon.  Dates fill up quickly for 2014.

Day At the Races: Vic Fragnito  reported he has only 10 people signed up.  Cut Off Date is Feb, 4, 2014. He guaranteed 25. We had 52 in 2013.  Kay Eibeck will contact Sperry to remind them and Ed Taschner will remind Garrett.
Butterfly Wonderland Adventure:  Kay reported that she should be contacted  by those that want to attend.  The more that attend, the cheaper  the Senior Discount.  Need 50 people.  Everyone will pay upon arrival. Current entrance  cost is $14.95. Kay will check out Talking Stick Casino for those that want to go there for lunch. 
Annual Meeting: Shirley Krieger reported that the Elk’s Club has been reserved for April 24, 2014 at 8:30.  A buffet has been ordered at a cost of $16.50. We will charge $17.00.  She requested that each Board Member bring an inexpensive, wrapped gift to be raffled off as door prizes.  Requested money from the Club to also buy a few inexpensive gifts, which she will pick up.  Dollar amount was not determined because we could not vote.  Discussed keynote speakers. Kay Eibeck researched  getting  Mr. Marshall Trimmble. His booking fee ranges from $500 to $800.00 depending on length of time we would want him. He is Arizona’s Official State Historian.  She also contacted  Dolan Ellis and his minimum fee is $650.00.  Discussed  asking Sheriff Joe Arpaio. Perhaps he could talk on Immigration Issues for the  State of Az.  If he is unavailable,  Ed Taschner will contact Ron Rick a senior executive from Honeywell . He recently spoke to the Garrett Retirees and was very good.
Clint Langford was an invited guest to discuss the Fix-It Guys.  Clint gave an overview of when they started, which was 1999.  At that time,  Sperry and Honeywell Retiree Clubs agreed to back them with funds as needed. $200.00 was least asked for in 2012. Due to an error in not paying himself for the cost of the special telephone line he needs $500.00 to carry them through 2014. Checking Acct has a balance of $191.75. Everyone agreed to give him the $500.00. Sperry already paid him. .  In November 2014 he will ask for funding for 2015. Clint will help Garrett set up their own Fix-It Group and show them how to manage it.  He will not manage it. It was agreed that we do not give the Fix-It Guys enough publicity so Kaye will meet with Clint at his home and write an article for the Wings and Bridge.  So far they have had 60 customers they have helped.  They do repairs, not construction.
Nominating Committee: Francis Cartwright  reported  that  Gracie Aquino volunteered to become HRC’s Bridge Editor.  She was introduced and is excited to get started.   The cut-off date for the next  Bridge is January 20. If you have changes to your programs e-mail them before then. Vic will provide her e-mail address until  Russ can add her to the Board List. Gracie will coordinate the next Bridge with Joyce to ensure the format is correct.
